He made the commendation dur-

ing the commissioning of a Manuscript Conserva-

tion Laboratory at the Centre for Trans-Saharan 

Studies in the university.  

 The Vice Chancellor appreciated the con-

tribution of White Foundation, an international 

donor, for partnership towards the actualization 

of the project. He expressed his satisfaction with 

the facilities of the laboratory assuring his total 

support to the activities of the Centre. While ap-

preciating the efforts of the Vice Chancellor and 

the donors for the kind gesture, the Director, Cen-

tre for Trans-Saharan Studies (CTSS), Professor 

Ibrahim Maina Waziri, said the laboratory would 

add value to the University, as it is the second con-

servation and preservation centre in the whole of 

northern Nigeria; the first one is in Arewa House, 

Kaduna. 

Professor Waziri further emphasised the im-

portance of preserving of artefacts, manuscripts 

and material culture urging the management to 

increase its partnership with more trained conser-

vationists for the preservation of culture and iden-

tity. He added that the whole Lake Chad Basin 

will benefit from the Centre.  

Also speaking, the conservator of the manuscripts, 

Ms Michaelle Biddle, said the laboratory is mainly 

for conservation, curation, preservation of manu-

scripts as well as for research and training of both 

scholars and students.
